Position Summary:  Provide group and individual crisis intervention counseling and case management to child, adolescent and adult survivors of domestic and sexual violence under the supervision of a licensed mental health professional.
Qualifications:  
· Currently enrolled in an accredited Master in Social Work -Clinical Track, Masters of Educational Psychology  - Community Counseling Track, Master of Clinical Psychology, or Master of Arts in Counseling.  
· Current minimum GPA of 3.0
· Bachelor’s degree from an accredited university with overall G.P.A. of 3.0 and major G.P.A. of 3.0.

· Internship requirement of minimum 300 hours over two semesters.

· Understanding and sensitivity towards issues of domestic and sexual violence.

· Understanding of and appreciation for empowerment and self-determination.
· Proven ability to work with people of different ethnic backgrounds, genders, religions, sexual orientations and political beliefs.

· Ability to attend all training sessions.  

· Ability to work required schedule consistently throughout both semesters of internship.  

· Commitment to remain with program until end of semester even if required hours are already completed.

· Commitment to finish full number of sessions with clients even if required hours have been completed.
Training Commitment Required:  Approved interns must be available to complete a 5 week training course as a part of their training.  In most cases, training hours can be counted towards direct service hours required for the school program.  The class, as mentioned is done over a 5 week span with required times of 5:30pm-9:00pm on Tuesdays and Thursdays and on Saturdays from 9am-5pm.
Once training is completed, the following hours are required weekly for the program.  These times are dedicated due to scheduled intake and group hours.  Additional hotline hours are available as well and again in most cases will go toward required direct service hours:

Tuesdays 1:30pm-7:30pm        Thursdays 5:30pm-9:00pm         Saturdays: 8:30pm-5:30pm

This intern opportunity is available to the following types of interns: Master in Social Work -Clinical Track, Masters of Educational Psychology  - Community Counseling Track, Master of Clinical Psychology, or Master of Arts in Counseling.  

Individual counseling, group counseling, intakes, and hotline hours are requirements and opportunities for those in the counseling 
We are unable to meet the learning needs of students with a focus on school counseling, pastoral counseling, or marriage and family.
